Some committee members met with Dominion Energy about possible assistance with the
reconstruction of the pavilion at Riverside Park. They are very interested in assisting with this
project, possibly in the use of equipment and/or installation of electric service.

Some quotes were received for the removal of ash trees and stumps in Riverside Park. The
district forester noted another tree that should be taken down, so new quotes will be obtained for
the additional tree before the next meeting.
